- Erosion and sedimentation leaving site
during and after land disturbance no greater
than erosion if land left undisturbed and/or
controlled in acordance with Dane County
Soil and Water Conservation District
guidance
- Erosion and sediment control practices
- Preventative measures
- Install prior to runoff entering waters of the
state
Dane County Chapter 14 standards also
apply
